Social Committee Job Description

revised 9/12/01

The social committee is responsible for organizing social events in the community, consisting of:

weekly activities

Friday night movies

buying food, setting up for and cleaning up after the two community meetings

maintaining stock of Casino supplies and keeping the supply closet clean

This committee has a lot to do during the summer. It is therefore critical to delegate activities to people who will “own” an entire event and take responsibility for posting notices about the event, running it and then cleaning up afterwards if that is required. It is very helpful to plan out in advance of the Memorial Day meeting a schedule for the summer and then at the meeting get commitments from people for specific events and dates. You can also pick up commitments later from those renters who are willing to help. It is helpful to distribute to each bungalow prior to the July 4th weekend a copy of this schedule so it can be posted in the bungalows. Finally, sometimes posting notices of events does not reach everyone. It is a good idea to have some kids ride around the community to announce events in advance of them, or even to distribute notices directly to the bungalows for events you want good attendance at.

Below is a list of activities that have typically been arranged, with notes about them.
Labor Day and Memorial Day meetings

brunch typically starts at 10:30am on Sunday with the meeting at 11:30am

set up tables and get the coffee going by 9:30am

following is the amount of food typically ordered (prices are those from Heinle’s 2001)

72 bagels @ 1.99 per half dozen

10 danish @ 1.00

7 OJ @ 3.39

25 muffins @ 1.00

18 cinnamon twists @ .65

4 lbs various spreads + 2lbs cream cheese + butter

milk, half-half for coffee

coffee, tea, cocoa

2 bottles champagne (cheap stuff for mixing with OJ)

Casino Supplies

maintain stock of paper goods, sugar, coffee, tea, garbage bags, table candles, etc

Bonfire and Fireworks

generally held the Saturday after July 4th
get permit for having a bonfire

get kids to help find wood starting a few days in advance

buy marshmallows

find someone who will purchase and organize the fireworks display

take the hose from the casino and connect to others as needed and run it to the site of the fire

assign someone who will douse the fire at the end of the night

Potlucks

generally two, one the same night as the bonfire and one the first weekend in August

set-up tables and chairs outside the Casino

can provide plates, forks and drinks if you want (make clear on signs what will be provided)

Movies

run Friday night movies

keep track of expenses and income separately to report to the treasurer

post movie signs at Casino and both laundry rooms

Scavenger Hunt

we have gotten doughnut holes and juice for afterwards and a small prize (gum?) for the winners

once or twice during the summer

good weekday activity

Spooky Walk

generally done on a weeknight

Casino Night

blackjack, roulette, craps, poker

all required supplies are at Ted’s bungalow (#32)

Ponies

should be arranged at the beginning of the summer

Mary-Ann Salgo generally arranges this

2001 cost = $175.00 + $25.00 tip for 1 hour

Pool Day

relay races and pool games

there is a net in the casino that can be set up for pool volleyball

usually held once in July and once in August

we buy a watermelon for after the activities

Lake Day

community gathering at the lake with relay races

we buy a watermelon for after the activities

Field Day

various activities on the field, usually held mid-August

Bob Putz has organized this the last few years

Softball Games

bases are on porch of Bagley/Glick

Square Dancing

generally two, one at the end of July and one at the end of August

Agnes generally organizes this for a weekend in late August

Adults Tennis Tournament
sometimes organized by Rosemary Palms for Labor Day weekend

set up badminton/volleyball net (Ted has one)

afternoon community social outside Casino (daiquiris, margaritas, hors d’oeuvres)
